Please Support Multi-Level Social Work Licensure in CT
· Expands consumer protection by having all clinical social workers licensed and regulated by the Department of Public Health. 

· Multi-level licensure would encourage new MSW graduates to remain in the Connecticut workforce.
· Licensing MSW graduates can generate up to $406,000 in revenue for the first year enacted, and $187,000 in annual revenue thereafter. 
· Connecticut should join the other 45 states that have multi-level licensure, including our neighboring states, NY, MA, & RI. 
· Ongoing changes in the healthcare marketplace create a demand for licensure upon initial hiring.
· CT’s current system creates a catch 22 for recent MSW graduates – you need a license for most jobs but without work experience you cannot get licensed.
· All social work settings demand qualified, competent social workers, which can only be ensured by a licensed workforce.
· Multi-level licensure assures that only licensed clinical social workers can practice independently.
